Overview: The Level 1 Training Program is a comprehensive, professional, continuing education training in which
participants can develop an understanding of the conceptual basis of IFS and learn how to apply IFS techniques to
various clinical populations.

Format and Program Hours: The training includes lecture, discussion, demonstration, video review, experiential
exercise, and small group practice.
